President’s Letter From the Prelate 
Opus Dei 

Formation 
from Rome

Msgr. Fernando Ocáriz, the Prelate of 
Opus Dei, spoke recently at the Pontifical 
University of the Holy Cross in Rome.  
Particularly relevant for us during the 
Eucharistic Revival, he opened his remarks 
with, “The Risen Christ, who shed his blood, 
makes Himself present under the species of 
bread and wine, and gives his peace to us. 
The disciples were joyful, and we too open 
ourselves to his peace and joy.”  He continued, 
“As St. Josemaría encouraged us to do, let us 
seek to make the Eucharistic celebration the 
center and root of our work; the Lord wants 
to entrust the wonderful task of transmitting 
the truth to each one of us. That’s how the 
world will be filled with peace.”

In discussing our duty to look beyond 
ourselves to the world and generations to 
come, the Prelate encouraged us to “look to 
the future awaiting us with enthusiasm and 
hope.”  He went on to explain, “Enthusiasm 
is the attitude of anyone embarking on a new 
path or stage… [and] hope… means waiting 
trustfully for God’s plans to be realized.”  
Noting that courage requires enthusiasm and 
hope, Ocáriz asserted that we need “courage 
to make decisions that will impact our future, 
and… to think about the well-being of the 
people who will come after us.”

Msgr. Ocáriz concluded his remarks with, 
“As St. Josemaría wrote in The Way: ‘Add a 
supernatural motive to your ordinary work 
and you will have sanctified it.’ This is also an 
incentive to see the extent of the good that 
work can have, not only for those directly 
involved but for all of humanity, if we offer it 
to God.”

The Reason for The Season: 
Meditations 
for a Fruitful Advent

The start of the liturgical year is fast approaching, bringing with it the 
madness of Christmas shopping, party prepping, and so much more. 
And in the midst of it all, even the best of us can lose sight of what the 
Advent season is really about: readying our hearts and our homes to receive 
Christ. One of the best ways to prepare for Christ’s arrival is through daily 
meditation and prayer. 

The Opus Dei website offers daily meditations for Advent, centering around 
themes of intentional anticipation, divine filiation, gratitude, trust, and so 
many more. The site even offers reflections for the Christmas octave and 
beyond, urging us to take inspiration from the Holy Family as examples of 
love and generosity. 

One meditation from the third Sunday in Advent (Gaudete Sunday) 
emphasizes the role of holy joy in awaiting Christ’s upcoming arrival, even 
in the midst of difficult circumstances. After all, with God’s perfect love, 
how can earthly struggles take away our hope of the Savior’s advent? As St. 
Paul wrote in his letter to the Philippians during his imprisonment, the Lord 
is at hand (Phil 4:5). 

So often, we turn to worldly distractions and instant gratifications to 
distract us from the pains of daily life. But by uniting our struggles with the 
humanity of the infant Christ, we are reminded that we’re not alone and 
that our suffering is not without meaning. By taking ten to fifteen minutes a 
day to meditate on the intentionality behind this season, we renew our faith, 
set goals for the new year, and trust that God’s divine providence will lead us 
where we need to go.

  My Camino
Recently, I walked the Camino de Santiago, a network of pilgrimage paths leading to 
the Cathedral of Santiago de Compostela, the shrine of the apostle James in Galicia, Spain.  I was 
seeking greater union with Christ, so I chose this quest, merging both the bodily challenges and the 
spiritual challenges of a multi-day pilgrimage.  I wanted all of me, both physically and spiritually, to be 
deeply invested in seeking Christ.  It was, indeed, a challenge, but I am so grateful for having had the 
opportunity to walk with and for my God.

Starting from Saria, the walk took six days to cover just over 70 miles.  We meandered through 
woodland paths, where streaks of sunlight on the rocks helped me focus on the trail.  We soon fell 
into a daily routine – pack; organize the luggage; and reload the day backpack with water, snacks, first 
aid, raincoat, Vaseline, sunglasses, rosary, sunscreen, and battery charger for the iPhone. I had a list to 
check every night. I also had to check my feet for any hot spots, blisters, and wounds to prevent any 
complications after the long walk.

During many of the nights, there was heavy rainfall and and there were even thunderstorms. The 
rain provided fresh air, but also muddy paths.  While I walked, I joined other pilgrims who were very 
friendly and had smiles on their faces. I felt recharged by their smiles and their greetings of “¡Hola!” 
and “¡Buen Camino!” These three words ran deep for me, representing the presence of God and a safe 
passage. 

As I reflected on the heavy rain and thunderstorms, I sensed the presence of my guardian angel. I could 
have been caught by this weather in open fields and been in danger of being struck by lightning.  “Rain 
and thunderstorms are common in September,” I was told by the other pilgrims.

Passing by traditional stone houses and massive trees made it feel like time was in slow motion. 
The nearness of the Creator, His essence, and the purpose of life were so vivid. My aches and pains 
disappeared, and my senses sharpened. There were several churches along the way. I took the time to 
soak in the ancient history and to savor the treasures of the Camino.

I arrived at Santiago around 3 pm on September 12, the Hour of Divine Mercy and a feast day, The 
Holy Name of Mary.  The moment I saw the Cathedral, I was overwhelmed and full of gratitude for my 
safe arrival.

Now, as I reflect on my purpose for My Camino, I know God walked with me the whole time and 
carried me, like in the poem “Footprints in the Sand.” Walking with only a light backpack was freedom 
from materialism. The Camino shell signs along the way were guides to my purpose in life.  I learned to 
trust more in God, and not rely on my own strength.  Those six days were a treasure that I will always 
cherish.  Thank you, my Lord and my God.

St. Josemaría was convinced that the Lord blessed 
the cooperator’s material contribution and spiritual 
generosity (prayers) with many graces: “Strive so that 
these friends of ours, whom we love like brethren, 
continue their good works.  Never doubt that, if we 
help them with our prayer and loyal friendship – 
always with the greatest respect for personal freedom 
– many of them will receive the grace to choose what 

is proper for a 
Christian.” (ibid.)
 
“We need 
cooperators like 
you, who pray; 
cooperators like 
you, who smile,” 
St. Josemaría 
once commented 
to a Peruvian 
peasant woman, 
on a trip through 
Latin America.
 
He was also 
grateful for the 
many cooperators 
who were not 
Catholics. Many 

gave either small contributions or their time for the 
apostolic activities in their area. Saint Josemaria 
viewed those acts of generosity from the cooperators 
as a “piece of their life.”
 
Following St. Josemaría’s desires, cooperators receive 
love and gratitude in the daily prayer of the Prelate 
and all the faithful of Opus Dei. He asked that they 
pray every day for all cooperators, petitioning God 
to “reward their generous help, and to lead them to an 
ever-deeper knowledge of the consoling Truth of Christ”. 
Furthermore, the priests of the Prelature offer Holy 
Mass for the souls of deceased cooperators on certain 
days of the year.
